Synod on the Family and Parish Life

The last few months have been busy at
all levels of Church life. At the universal
level the Extraordinary Synod of Bishops
has been held and concluded; Pope
Paul VI has been beatified and a
Consistory of Cardinals has been held
to discuss the situation of the Church
in the Middle East. Some these events
are part and parcel of the life and flow
of the Church; others are signs of
the struggles and challenges that we
face at this present juncture in our
pilgrimage of faith.

The question that ensues from these
events is how does all of this effect
the life of the local Church here in
Melbourne, in Australia, in Mentone-
Parkdale?

The Synod of Bishops

The discussions that were held during
the two-week Synod on the Family that
has just concluded, reflects | believe,
the situation of the Church throughout
the world. Namely, there are many
tensions and confusion about how to
live faithfully the Gospel we have
received from Our Lord, Jesus Christ.
Our Church is vast and varied, the
questions and challenges facing Europe
and the “old Christian” nations are
different than that of the emerging and
vibrant African and Asian Churches.
One Church can be concerned with the
falling away of the celebration of
sacramental marriage, the other can be
concerned about how to lead converts
to the faith away from polygamy and
other traditional practices.

There is one Gospel that we follow and
the responses that the Church makes to
the varied and complex questions
concerning marriage, family and
sexuality must always be absolutely
faithful to what we have received from
Christ. The constant teaching of the
Church is the bedrock of our faith. Any
suggestion that a matter that has always
and everywhere been believed may be
changed is anathema to the Catholic
faith. Our challenge is not to engage in
mental gymnastics to try and bend and
twist the Gospel of the Family and of
Life to our own circumstances. The real
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challenge is to be much better at
assisting the children of the Church who
live with the difficulties and realities of
separation, divorce, second unions,
same sex attraction and other situations
to know they have a place in Christ’s
heart and are welcome to be involved in
the Church as far as they are able. The
situation of the Church is like that of a
large family that is made up of varied
personalities with different experiences
and histories. The bond of love in the
family is real but there are members
who can estrange themselves from the
family or be excluded, there are
members who one will love and yet not
agree with the manner of their actions.
We live with these tensions all the time.
The way forward to harmony and peace
is not just to accept anything but also
rather to seek the mind and heart of
Christ. Christ wants us to love, he wants
us to repent of sinful ways, he wants us
to always welcome the sinner who
repents, to encourage the repentance
of the sinner and to always show
respect and dignity to those who cannot
or will not agree with us.
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It has always been a principle that
making a general law from a particular
case is bad law. This is a caution that
the Church must heed. | would suggest
that the greatest challenge to marriage
and family in our own Australian setting
is the need to promote the reality of
marriage as part of God’s plan and as
a source of blessing for society and
the Church rather than an individualistic
choice that some may find convenient
to make.
